ARTICLE
MAINTENANCE OF STANDARDS (PUD}

Section .1, Definitions

The Employer agrees, subject to the following provisions, that all conditions of
employment in his/her individual operation relating to wages, hours of work, overtime
differentials and general working conditions shall be maintained at not less than the
highest standards in effect at the time of the signing of this Agrecment except as
specifically limited elsewhere in (his Agreement, and the conditions of employment shal
be improved whenever specific provisions for improvement are made elsewhere in this

Agreement,

Section 2. Local Standards.

The ocal Unions shall, within one hundred eighty (180) days following ratification of
this Agreement, identify and reduce to writing, and submit to the appropriate Regional
Joint Grievance Committee, those specific local standards and conditions practiced under
this Articls. Such standards and conditions wheu submitted in accordance with this
Section shall be currently dated. Those specific local standards and conditions previously
practiced hereunder which are not so submitted shall be deemed to have expired.

The appropriate Regional Joint Grievance Commities shall provide to the partics the
opportunity fo present their views and shall determine the disposition of the submitted
focal standards and conditions. Failing such determination, the submitted local standards
and conditions may be appealed through the remainder of the Grievance Procedure -
beyond the Regional Joint Grievance Committees to see if the standard exists.

ARTICLE .
PASSENGERS (PUD)

Ne driver shall sllow anyone, other than employees of the Employer who are on duty, to
ride on his truck except by written authorization of the Employer, or except in cases of
emergency arising out of disabled commercial equipment or an Act of God. No more
than two {2) people shall ride in the cab of a tractor unless required by government
agencies or the necessity of checking of equipment. This shall not prohibit drivers from
picking up other drivers, helpers or others in wrecked or broken down motor equipment
and transparting them to the first (1st) available point of communication, repair, lodging
or available medical attention.

ARTICLE
EQUIPMENT, SAFETY AND HEALTH (PUD)

Section 1. Safe Equipment

The Employer shall not require employces to take out on the streefs or highways any
vehicle that is not in a safe operating condition, inchuding, but not limited to, equipment
which is acknowledged as overweight or not equipped with the safety appliances
prescribed by law. 1t shall not be a violation of this Agreement or hasis for discipline
whete employees refuse 10 operate such equipment unless such refusal is unjustified.

It shali also not be a violation of this Agreement or considered an unjustified refusal
where employees refuse to operate a vehicle when such operation constitutes a violation
of any federal rules, regulations, standards, or orders applicable to commercial motor
vehicle safety or health, or because of the employee's reasonable apprehension of serivus
injury to himseli/herself or the public due to the unsafe condition of such equipment. The
unsafe conditions causing the employec's apprehension of injury must be of such nature
that a reasonable porson, under the circumstances then confronting the employee, would
conchude that there is a bona fide danger of an accident, injury, or serious impairment of
heaith, resulting from the umsafe condition. In order to qualify for protection under this
provision, the employee must have sought from the Employer, and have been unable to
obtain, correction of the unsafe condition. '

All equipment which is refused because it is not mechanically sound or properly
equipped shall be appropriately tagged so that it cannot be used by other employees until
the maintenance department has adjusted the complaint. A fter such equipment is
repaired, the Employer shall place on such equipment an “ok” in a conspicnous place so
the emnployee can see the same.

Section 2. Dangerous Conditions

Under no circumstances will an employee be required or assigned to engage in any
activity involving dangerous conditions of werk, or danger to person or property or in
violation of any applicable statute or court order, or in violation of a government
regulation relating to safety of person or equipment.

The term “dangerous conditions of work” does not relate to the type of cargo whichis
hauled or handled.
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
